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Certify Map Overview
To navigate and test applications, Certify uses application maps or captured information about windows and objects on a screen. Each object type and its properties are imported into Certify and stored in the Certify database. You can use these objects to create tests and execute against the application under test. 

There are two methods for learning Certify Maps:

· LiveLearn

· SAPLearn
LiveLearn Overview

LiveLearn is a process that is used to extract SAP dynpro objects and convert them into Certify maps that can be used by Certify. This process looks at the usage of the SAP system by examining the ST03 table in SAP and then uses the TSTC table to extract the correct dynpro objects from native SAP. These are created as XML files which are then converted into .map and .def files by Worksoft. These map files are then loaded into a Certify database by using a mass import utility.  This is a onetime process that preloads a Certify database with the majority of maps being used by a client.  It normally is run only at startup up or when a major release is being implemented.  Otherwise, the following technique is used to supplement this initial load, and is the subject under discussion for the rest of this document. LiveTouch Overview

In Certify, creating processes has become simplified by the LiveTouch feature. LiveTouch allows you to select multiple objects in the SAP application. You can create steps in a new process or insert steps in existing processes by clicking on one or more objects in the SAP application. LiveTouch automatically inserts corresponding process steps for each of the selected objects. LiveTouch also pre-populates the appropriate step parameters with values entered into or produced by SAP. From the Process and Data editor, you can add steps using LiveTouch by right-clicking a step and selecting Insert Step Below Using LiveTouch. Certify will minimize and the SAP screen will appear, along with the Certify LiveTouch dialog box. 
You can configure the Certify LiveTouch dialog box to display multiple options. The Location field is the default and is the only field that appears when you first use LiveTouch. To add more fields, click View on the Certify LiveTouch dialog box and click on the Fields button. Once the fields are visibile, you don’t have to do this again. .
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Using LIveTouch to Help Find Maps That are Not Imported into Certify

Because LiveTouch is “talking” directly to SAP via the SAP Interface, it is able to determine the exact nature of the objects you are trying to learn. In SAP, this consists of the Program which is managing the current screen you are on, as well as the number of the screen (SAP programs can manage a large number of screens). This Program:ScreenNumber combination determines the map you need to import into Certify in order to process the screen.

Also notice the name of the field you are trying to access.
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Importing Maps into Certify

Normally, LiveTouch will find the fields you are operating on, and in insert steps into the process you are building. However, on occasion, you will be working with a SAP Transaction that was not picked up in the original LiveLearn extract. In this event, you will see the following message from LiveTouch:
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This means that you will have to import a map of the screen you are working on.  Note the Name in the Applications field as this will be where you will import the map into.  This is important to keep you maps organized.  In reality, it doesn’t matter what application you import your map into, once done, LiveTouch will find it.   By keeping orgainized, you can avoid duplicate maps being imported into the database, which could cause confusion.  NOTE:  If there are duplicate maps in a Certify Database, LiveTouch will always use the most current version of the map.
SAP Learn Overview

Maps can be learned on an individual basis by using the SAP Learn utility. SAP Learn is an interactive utility that allows you to capture entire screens or portions of screens for importing into the Certify database as screen maps. Once the windows and objects of a transaction screen are learned, the SAP Learn utility displays them in a tree view format. From here, you can evaluate what was learned, view object properties, and modify object names to control what is learned and saved in the map file. Application maps should be created for each screen in the transaction you are learning. 

· The Certify SAP Learn utility is launched one of three ways.  From inside of Certify, click on the Tools file menu selection, then select Certify Learn and SAP (See the figure below).

· The second way is to clicking the SAP Learn icon [image: image6.png]


 on the desktop.

·  If the icon is not visible, the third way to start the SAP Learn is to use the Windows Explorer to navigate to the C:\Program Files\Worksoft\Certify\Interface Client\Worksoft\wstest\SAP folder. From here, you can launch the learn utility by clicking the WSSapLearn.exe file.
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Using Maps from SAP Learn

1. Open your SAP application and navigate to the first screen that you want to learn.

2. Open the Certify SAP Learn utility via one of the three methods described above. 
3. Select the Learn menu option.
The SAP - Learn Options dialog box displays.
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4. You will be presented with the current SAP Screen to learn.  If there is more than one SAP screen open, all open screens will show.  
5. Click on the screen you want to learn.
6. The learned objects displays in the Learned Object Tree pane.
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7. Normally all that is left to do at this point is to save the map in a place you are familiar with.
8. Click the File, Save Map  [image: image10.png]


 options to save the learned objects and modifications you have made.
The Save Ma[ dialog box displays.
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9. In the Save in field, select the path where you want to save the screen map. (ex. C:\My Document\My Business Maps)

10. Do not chance the name of the file you are saving.  This is meaningful to SAP and will help avoid duplicate maps.
11. Click Save.

The screen map is saved with a .map extension.

Using Certify to Import Maps

Now that you have a map file on a local drive, you can go into Certify to import it.

1. Open Certify and click on the APPLICATIONS menu bar. Note: You will notice that there is a MAPS menu bar as well. This is designed to be used AFTER a map is imported, so you should ignore it at this time.

2. In the Navigation Pane for APPLICATIONS, select the folder you wish to import the map into and click ONCE on it. This does NOT have to be the same name as the folder you are copying it from if you are using the Library of Maps. LiveTouch will find the map, once imported, wherever it is in the Certify Database.

3. Right click on the INITIAL line in the DESCRIPTION area of the screen. Select ‘Import Maps’ from the drop down menu.
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4. From the IMPORT MAPS screen, select the BROWSE button and navigate to the local drive where your .map file is located. Click on the FOLDER that the map is contained in and select the OK button. This will populate the ‘Import files’ section of the screen. Select the map to import by click on the CHECKBOX next to the map name, and select the OK button.  
5. This will import the map and the RESOLVE screen will be displayed. If the map is not already in the database, you will see all ‘pluses’ in the RESOLVE TREE. Click ‘OK’ and you are done
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
