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Using TestComplete 6 (TC6) to Learn a .NET or VB Application Window Map
Make sure you do this on the Window Object and not the Process that the window is running in. When you first switch to the Object Browser, you will only see the running processes in the tree on the left. You need to find the Process that has the window that you want to learn and expand it in the tree. Once you find the Process, look through the Process child nodes for the one that is the Window Object.

If you are not sure which node is actually the Window, right-click on what you think is the correct one and choose “Highlight On Screen” from the popup menu.  If you have the right object, it will highlight the entire window with a red border.

· Make sure TC6 and the AUT (Application Under Test) are both open. 

· Find the window you want to learn in the process in TestComplete’s Object Browser. 

· Right-click the Window Object and choose the Store Object option in the popup menu. You will be prompted if you want to save the child objects. 

· Click the Yes button. 
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
