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Multi-Environment Login for Certify
Abstract

More than one landscape may be tested at a client site. Additionally, these landscapes may contain SAP, CRM, and Portals—all of which have different user ID’s and passwords. Not to mention that R/S is accessible through a server while portals a URL.  We need one utility to handle the all this information while giving the user a seamless execution run. 

Certify Solution
The answer is a login utility that will provide a prompt for the test environment to be used for execution.  

Certify will validate the selection, extract the system variable data from the recordset, set the Account Recordset, set the user ID and password, initiate the SAPSHCUT.exe process, log into SAP, and hand control back to the Parent process.  Also, provide an abort option in case the user does not want to run the process. Additionally, this utility will close any previous sessions.  In case they are hung up.

Finally, this utility will have a means of bypassing the prompt. For example, if all my testing will be done in QA, then no need for the prompt. Certify must be able to get the environment and not prompt on initial executions, as well as, execution where we need to switch between portal (web) and R/3.

Prerequisites

This utility will handle any number of landscapes as long as there is a recordset in Certify with that information populated.

Maintenance 

If a new landscape (PRD SUP) or a new system (such as MySAP) is added or changed in the environment you will need to perform the following:

1. Under the Utility Process folder locate and edit the following process:

a. AskWhichLandscape

i. Edit the Dialog step (#4) and add the next sequential number (such as 4) followed by the name of the landscape.

ii. Example: 4-QAS2


2. Add or modify the entry into the SAP System Records recordset (See below)

If a user account is added or modified:

1. Add or modify the entry into the SAP Users recordset (See below)

Example of Multi-System Login

In the Megatest/ String Test process, insert the appropriate SAP_<system>_Login prior to executing the child processes to execute transactional processes against it.

Example: the test case calls for an order to be created in CRM and validated in R/3.

Test: Enter Order in CRM, record Order Number, open R/3 and validate order data.
